
WHEREõS THE WATER? 

With the historic drought in its third year, Lake Lanier continues to set daily records for its lowest levels since it was built in 

the 1950s.  Lanier is 14 feet below full and is expected to drop another half-foot by the end of next week. 
Lanier received less than one-quarter of normal inflow this month from the Chattahoochee and Chestatee rivers and other 
distributaries. 
 

Only about one-tenth of an inch of rain has fallen on Atlanta in June, a month that typically brings 3.63 inches.

State climatologist David Stooksbury had more bad news: Extreme drought conditions, expected only once every 50 years, are 
creeping back across northeast Georgia into the watershed that feeds Lanier.  Soil moisture levels in North Georgia are 
extremely low for this time of year.  Also, Gainesville, the Hall County city on Lanier, has received only 1 inch of rain this month. 
Normally by June 24, it has received 3 inches. 

Georgia Agriculture Commissioner Tommy Irvin was on hand at Wednesday's news conference to remind Couch that the state's 
landscape industry has borne the brunt of the drought's financial impact. "We can't have a total cutoff [of outdoor water] like we 
had before," he said. "We really devastated our horticulture industry."

To use the more lenient rules, homeowners must be certified 
through an on-line course given by the Georgia Urban 
Agriculture Council at www.urbanagcouncil.com.

From the ñUpper Chattahoochee Riverkeeper 

this month: Water Conservation is not a passing fad; itôs 

not just a subject to be discussed only during a ñdry yearò.  
The Chattahoochee River serves 3.5 million Georgianôs and 
70% of metro Atlanta.  Yet the area of our watershed north of 
Atlanta is the smallest to serve any metropolitan area in the 
country. 

Metro Atlanta is expected to grow by at least one million in the 
next decade, but we are lagging far behind the rest of the 
country in terms of water efficiency. According to the Georgia 
Environmental Protection Division, Georgia residents use 10 
percent more water per capita than the national average. 
Other major cities have decreased water consumption while 
population has grown - we can do it too! 

Using water wisely year-roundðin wet years and dry yearsð
makes common sense. Efficiency is the most cost-effective 
and environmentally sound way to control the demands on 
our rivers, streams and lakes (EPA). Rain won't end our water 
crisis - you can be a part of these sustainable solutions! 

They go on to say, invest in rain barrels or cisterns (tanks) 
to capture rooftop runoff and harvest rainwater for reuse for 
your garden and other non-potable uses.
